 Lee Ann wrote…. 

I believe that family 2200 is connected to 7500 based on my DNA matches to date.  I haven’t 
written about it as I am still begging people to post to GedMatch where I believe I can prove it 
once and for all.  I would love to present my evidence before the next annual meeting, but the 
wheels of genealogy really slow down for me in the summer.  I’ll do my best to get after it. 

 

In Ancestry, there appears to be no overlap between my 1000 family and my 2200 fami-
ly.  They do not appear to be connected prior to the marriage of Louise Leona Sapp (2200) 
and Thomas Calaway Whiteside (1000).  But I do share in common a number of 2200 family 
descendants who appear to match descendants of Hugh Whiteside (7500) & Margaret Lusk, 
who I believe are grandparents of Samuel Whiteside(s) of family 2200.  I also gathered a lot of 
circumstantial evidence years ago that points in that same direction. 

 

7311 is David’s family.  We only have a tiny hint of connection there with 1000/2200, and a 
strong hint of connection between 2200 and 7500.  Are we keeping a list of Whiteside Ged-
Match lists by family?  I don’t just mean Whiteside surname, but anyone descending from any 
Whiteside line.  It will help us tie these together.   

 

I haven’t been in the loop on the previous 12 postings.  This is something I am very interested 
in and it sounds like I have not been working in a vacuum after all!

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      FAMOUS WHITESIDE WOMEN 
      

     Our Scotch-Irish ancestors were hardy, feisty, opinionate
     d and had a work ethic enjoyed by only a few other eth
     nic groups.  Their commitment to their Presbyterian bel
     iefs brought much grief and persecution through the cent
     uries.  They were forced to move from England and Scotl
     and to Ireland and then to America seeking religious free-
dom.  Stories are unending about how staunch these ancestors were, but the real heroes of 
most of those stories were the women who supported the men.  Strong Whiteside women 
were not just in the past.  They persist today in the 21st century. 
 

First let’s name Ruth Whiteside, a career member of the Senior Executive Service at the De-
partment of State.  She served in the Foreign Service from 1978-1984 receiving many 
awards and honors including a Distinguished Presidential Rank Award in 2002. 

In early 2006 she assumed the duties of the Director of the Foreign Service Institute. She 
held this post until 2013. 

Ms. Whiteside grew up in Texas.  She received a BA from Austin College, an MA from the 
University of Texas, and a PhD from Rice University. 

She has taken the name Whiteside into high US diplomatic circles and gives us good reason 
to recognize her as a famous and important Whiteside of today. 
 

Here is a completely different kind of famous Whiteside woman!  Vaudeville acts were the 
most popular theater for ordinary people in the early 1900s.  Ethel Whiteside was one of the 
leaders in this entertainment world.  Ethel Winona Whiteside was born in Brunswick, NJ in 
1885.  She traveled the vaudeville circuit in the early 1900s. Ethel’s act included herself and 
five young black boys who, at that time, typically danced and sang comedy songs in the 
presence of a leader. Not much is known of her private life except that she did marry John 
Fitzsimmons/Fitzmaurice her manager and she had no children.  Ethel died in New York City 
in 1960. 
 

Our third Whiteside woman of note was Margaret, wife of Thomas C. Whiteside, in the 
Phineas Whiteside family.  In her later years she employed a 12-year-old girl, Anna Mary 
Robertson, to help with the house.  She had suffered a stroke and needed help with the 
heavy work.  Mrs. Whiteside taught Anna to do the “prettiest fancy work” in Washington 
County.  Anna worked for Mrs. Whiteside until her death in 1875 and maintained the family 
home even after that.  Anna was intrigued by the pictures that hung in the home.  It was only 
when arthritis kept her from doing the fancy needlework that Anna began to paint pictures.  
She began by doing four which were immediately purchased by the a local collector.  Anna 
is known today as “Grandma Moses”.  Before she died at the age of 101 she had painted 
more than 1600 pictures. Had Margaret not taught  her to do needlework as a young girl, 
one of America’s greatest painters might never have known the pleasure of expressing her-
self through art. 
 

The influence of Whiteside women has been felt far and wide.  Famous or not so famous, 
they are our heritage! 
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Have You Forgotten about the WFA 
Research Project List? 

 
The WFA website contains an enormous amount of information compiled over decades of re-
search by Don Whiteside and countless other WFA members.  It includes publications, gene-
alogies, documents, family tree charts, and much more which have been extremely helpful to 
anyone studying the Whiteside surname.  We believe it is the largest single repository of 
Whiteside information anywhere…………but until recently did not reflect the ongoing research 
today by many dedicated active members.   
 
To make the list of current research projects available to the membership, we introduced the 
“Research Project List” in November 2016 which appears on the WFA website and the WFA 
Research Google Group.  The list identifies each project, its objective, name(s) of the re-
searcher, the family number of the research leader(s) and is updated semi-annually. If you are 
a member of the WFA, follow this path to get to this list:
